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Spider Web Circle Time

This is great activity to try in circle time to start off the week, especially in autumn!

What you’ll need: A ball of string

Start with everyone sitting in a circle.

Person A starts off holding the ball of string. Persona A then tells the rest of the group something nice they did on the weekend. 

Person A must then choose another person (Person B) to roll the ball to and calls out their name.

Person A must then hold the end of the string with one hand and role the ball to Person B without letting go. 

Person B then picks up the ball of string and tells the group something nice they did as well and then they choose someone else to roll the ball onto. 

This continues until everyone has said something. Please note, when each person receives the ball of string, it may be necessary to wind up the ball so the string is tight.

At the end everyone pulls their string tight and it looks like a spider’s web. 
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This game can be done with other topics too!
Person A can start by stating something they like. For example, chocolate. The rest of the group is then asked who else likes chocolate. Person A then rolls the ball to someone else who also likes chocolate (Person B). Person B is then asked what they like and finds someone else in the group who likes that too. This continues until everyone has said something, this then creates a web of likes!
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
