Who is the course for? All applicants should already be in an appropriate work context; that is, they are teaching/ working in a supplementary school/school context, either voluntary or paid capacity. Applicants for the course should be able to communicate clearly in spoken and written English.
What are the aims of the course? Students who have successfully completed the Accredited CPD will have the opportunity to progress onto the Negotiated Work Based Learning Project and achieve a Postgraduate Certificate. 
The accredited CPD course, Improving Teaching Learning and achievement will deal with perspectives of how pupils learn- delivered in conjunction with working in a school/teaching context. It aims to introduce participants to, and further develop knowledge and understanding of `learning theories and `learning perspectives'. 

What does the course consist of? Accredited CPD
Participants will experience a variety of learning contexts: individual, pairs, and small groups supported with tutor and peer feedback. 

Students will be required to develop a portfolio. Sessions will provide a forum for student-led presentations as a focus for discussions around topics arising from the course.

Assessment and learning outcomes will be achieved through three assignments; a 2000 word report, a group presentation and a 2000 word essay – all to be produced in English.  The programme is studied over 10 weeks; one three hour session per week. The course will be offered at Middlesex University, Hendon Campus.

What is the cost of the course? The course costs £200 for the 10 sessions (40 credits) and an additional £900 should you choose to continue to complete the work based learning project (20 credits)
